12.45pm Lunchtime Our youngest children go into lunch first (Robins at 12.40pm 

  followed by Wrens and Kingfishers). Our Key Stage 2 children then go into 

  lunch on a weekly rota basis. 
 

1.45pm The afternoon lessons begin now with afternoon registration.  

   We hold an afternoon assembly on Wednesdays and Fridays.* 
 

3.15pm The school day ends now. Please let us know if someone else is picking up 

  your child to the normal arrangements—we 

will not let your child leave with anyone else unless 

you inform us. If you are delayed for any reason 

from picking up your child, please telephone the 

school office and we will ensure at your child remains 

in school until you arrive.
